Tegnologie steel kinders
se toekoms

Volgens die Seattle Inspector het
studies in 2011 bewys dat 39% van
twee- tot vierjarige kinders toegang
gehad tot sosiale media, net fn jaar na
die Ipad vervaardig is. Skade as gevolg
van konstante skermtyd word deesdae
toenemend opvallend.

Volgens Alicia Marqees, h
arbeidsterapeut, is “die newe effekte al
vanaf n baie jong ouderdom sigbaar.”
Studies het onlangs bewys dat daar h
groter negatiewe impak is op kinders
wat vroeér blootgestel was aan
verlengde skermtyd. Marques het aan
Die Orakel vertel dat sy al ervaar het
“dat konsentrasieprobleme en taal- of
spraakgebreke al hoe meer begin kop
uitsteek vanaf baie jong ouderdomme.”

Volgens Margies dui onlangse studies
daarop dat te veel skermtyd kinders
benadeel en dat dit veral h kind se
uitvoerende funksionering en algemene

akademiese prestasie belemmer.
Marques beklemtoon: “Skerms en
programme bied baie sensoriese

inligting teen h konstante en vinnige
pas; dus kry die kind nie kans om die
inligting goed te verwerk nie en leer nie
die vaardigheid aan om optimaal te
konsentreer en aandag te behou nie.”
Kinders bring minder tyd in die natuur
deur en speel dus minder buite.
Marques is van mening dat kinders
minder speel as gevolg van skerms, en
dat speel juis belangrik is vir
ontwikkeling. “Oor die algemeen het
studies al bewys dat dat daar h verband
is tussen skermtyd en slegte
slaappatrone, gewigsprobleme, angs
en depressie by kinders en tieners.”
Tegnologie is egter nie net negatief vir
kinders nie. Volgens Marques het
studies al bewys dat, as gesonde perke
in plek is, die inhoud opvoedkundig kan
wees en later in nh kind se
ontwikkelingsjare h positiewe invlioed
kan hé.

Die Weéreldgesondheidsorganisasie
(WGDO) het bepaal dat tegnologie nie
gesond is vir kinders onder die
ouderdom van twee nie; dus word dit
glad nie aanbeveel nie. Die WGO stel
een uur per dag voor vir kinders tussen
een en vyf jaar. Dit word egter ook
aanbeveel dat kinders onder twaalf tot
h uur beperk moet word.

Tegnologie is nie die swartskaap in ons
lewens nie, maar kan ons
negatief of  positief
afhangende van hul blootstelling.
